Developing Training, Practice and Research of Psychologin South Asia Challenges, Strategiesand
Success

Sout h Asi a, home for about one fourth of t he wi
surface is the most populous region in the world. Most of the countries in the regioactamemic and
political challenges ahis also affected by both mamade disasters such as ethnic clashes and terramsm
natural disasters such as frequent flooding. Despisefhets, South Asians have demonstrated a great degree
of resilience in theface of these hardships with positive cultural attributes such as a strong sense ¢
community and the influence of oriental religiofi®ie psychologicaimpact of the aforementioned negative
factors contributes to a range of psyshaal and mental healgfroblems that require professional support.
However only a very small percentage of the individuals seek or receive such support due to the lack ¢
awareness, availabilityand access. In most South Asian countrié® government support is almost
exclusive for psychiatric services and psychology receives very little attention to the level that the populatio
considers psychiatry as the only therapeutic solution. This has led to an unmanageaHtmadvdok
psychiatrists, which reducéise quality of tleir care and almost everyone getting medicated indiscriminately.
Thus the need to develop atdild capacity in psychological services is essential in the region. This has been
discussed for decades at many differemtels including government, nogovenment, academjcand
professional forums and many projects were initiated from time to time. Howgwergrowth and
development of the field is extremely slow compared to the rest of the worlalsoid comparison to how
other fields and professions fagrown in the region, the sluggish development of psychology is difficult
understand.This keynote will present the complex nature and the social, political, cultural, economic,
professionaland academic challenges of capacity building in the field yéhdogy in the region and how a
multifaceted approach that incorporates awareness, availalgtity access with figng, practice,and
research in a parallddut not a sequential manner has provided positive outcomes.

The most prominent among the forbearers of this line of thought was Martin Seligman, who
also considered as the fatherRokitive Psychology, and recognized as an avid scientific promoter in the field.
Among other psychologists who played a vital role in promoting Positive Psychology and supporting thei
theories through research are Barbara Fredrickson, Marcial Losada, Robert & rivtiatrael McCullough

and Christopher Peterson. Positive Psychology is now recognized as an important area of psychology an
taught across all the prestigious universities worldwide.

Findings of the present study suggest that agreeableness andciseniante significant predictors of career
decisionmaking difficulties. Personality traits accouritgs 4% variance in career decisiamaking difficulties

of college students. Furthermore, planning style (cognitive style) moderates the relationshim betwee
neuroticism (personality trait) and career decigiwaking difficulties of college studés. Along with the
moderator (fanning style), the independent iabie (neuroticism) contributed% variance in the dependent
variable (areer decisiommaking difficulties). Findings are discussed in cultural context.

Since expression of CS in interpersonal situations also depends on evaluati
of the situation, we assessed both possession and perceived applicability of CS in the society. It w
hypothesized that C#erelikely to pred c t onrellHbeing hidugh associations with @ocial (PS) and
antisocial behaviors (AS). Our aim was to find if CS possession, perceived applicability or a combination
both predicts PS and AS and if these links raesliated by positive affect amagative affectA sample of

450 young adults with an age range ofZBByears and education of 178 years was selected, and measures
to assessCS possession, perceived applicabiligositive affect negative affect PS and AS were
administered. Resultindicated that AS was mainly predicted by possession of strengths whereas expressic
of PS was dependent on a combination of possession and perceived applicability. Effect of CS on AS w
partially mediated byegative affecandpositive affect CS predtted lessnegative affecand greatepositive

affect that in turn predicted lower AS. The findings have implications for positive youth development
programs for building of positive societies.

.08,t = 1.55,p = .12) whereadorgiveness was found to be a significant predictor of subjeatdlebeing (b
=.32,t =5.88,p<.001). Further analysis of the data revealeddtattude hd a weak positive relationship

with subjectivewell-being (r = .14). A similar weak positive relationship was found between forgiveness and
subjectivewell-being(r = .34). Howeverthe explanatory power of this model sveevealed to be significant

There was a significant difference in levels of anger and pain in participants of control gro
and treatment group. It was concluded that the Religiously Integrated Forgiveness Therapy was effective -
the treatment gup for reducing anger and pain among individuals with musculoskeletal pain.

A sample of 200 male retired army officers aged3§earsand wih minimum education of 14
yearswas collected through purposive/convenient sampling techniquerepelited measureiscluding,
PTSD Checklisb (Weathers et al2013), Internalized Shame Scale (Cook, 1996), and Social Interaction
Anxiety Scale (Mattick & Clarke, 1989) were adminisirfor data collection. Results yielded PTSD
symptomatology and internalized shame as significant positive predictors of social anxiety. Moreove

The results of the correlation analysis showed negadélationship between experiences of cyber harassment
and selefficacy and a negative relationship was also found betweeffieicy and social adjustment.
Moreover, unauthorized use of identity information showed negative and cyber terrorizatied gfasitive
relationships with social adjustment. The results of moderation through hierarchical regression indicate
nonsignificant interaction between sefficacy and experiences of cyber harassment (unauthorized use of
identity information, use of geal content, cyber terrorization, and intimidation). Furthermore, coping with
cyber harassment positively predicted social adjustment, while unauthorized use of identity information ar
selt-efficacy negatively predicted it. Limitations and implications discussed.

The sample comprised of 100 participants working in NGO or treating severe cases
hospitals. The sefidministered Professional Qitya of Life Scale (Stamm, 2010) was used to assess the level
of compassion satisfaction, burnout, and secondary traumatic stress. Findings from the analysis using
Pearson product moment correlation coefficient indicated a significant inverse oconrelitcompassion
satisfaction with burnout & -.54,p < .01) and a nonsignificant positive correlation with secondary traumatic
stress I( = .02, p > .01). The results also indicated that burnout and secondary traumatic stress wer
significantly positivey related with each other € .431;p < .01). Thus, the findings of this study suggest that
awareness programs focusing on productive stress management and psychological empowerment is of
importance and extremely useful to prevent burnout and segomdamatic stress during various emotional
challenges in trauma care providers.

In
conclusion, this study provides preliminary evidence for the effectiveness of CaCBT in reducing the
psychologichdistress of women having primary infertility.

Studies have showihdt evening use of electronic devices increases alternated and suppress the production
melatonin due to the light emitted from the screens and this can interrupt deep, restorative sleep, interfere v
the circadian rhythm, and cause mental health probl The present paper investigated the mediating role of
insomnia in the relationship between internet addiction and mental health problems in university students. T
research was carried out in two phases. In phase one, 424 students were identiferdetsaddicts out of a

total sample of 1352 by using the Internet Addiction Test. In phase two, the Bergen Insomnia Scale and t
Mental Health Inventory were administered to the internet addicts identified in phase one. The age range
the sample was7l- 25 years ¥ = 19.50,SD= 1.61) for both genders. The results showed that insomnia was
a significant mediator in relationship between internet addiction and mental health problems (depressic
anxiety, behavioral control problems, and negative aff#¢blen controlling for insomnia, internet addiction
correlated significantly with only two psychiatric problems (depression and anxiety), demonstrating a partie
mediation effect of insomnia between internet addiction and psychiatric problems.

Psychological Vulnerabift Scale (Sinclair & Wallston, 1999), and Student Subjective Bfeilhg
Questionnaire (Renshaw, 2015) which measured school connectedness, joy of learning, educational purpe
and academic efficacy.

This study is based on terror management theory, assuming that attitude toward Afghan refugees stem fi
the need to protect culture against the threat posed by dissimilar others. It was hypothesized that under
influence of mortality saliece participants would have less positive attitude toward Afghan refugees. The
present study examined the effect on attitude of participants toward Afghan refugees in contextahgight

authoritarianism, social identity, and inignoup contact in perggtive of terror management theory. A total

of 93 university students participated in the experiment. Results showed that participants in experimen
condition displayed the least positive attitude toward Afghan refugees as compared to participartslin con
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condition. There was a significant interaction between mortality salience and ethnic identity in effecting th
attitude toward Afghan refugees. Under the influence of mortality salience, Pashtun participants showed
highly positive attitude toward ghan refugees. Participants from Punjabi and other ethnic groups showed
least positive attitude toward Afghan refugees. There was nonsignificant interaction between mortalit
salience and rightving authoritarianism. Interaction between mortality salieswee intergroup contact was
significant in effecting attitude toward Afghan refugees. It was found that participants having contact witl
refugees showed more positive attitude toward refugees in experimental condition as compared to the con
condition.
